If you are unable to meet a course requirement due to illness or other serious circumstances, please 

follow the procedures below. 

 

Assessments worth less than 10% of the overall course grade:  

 

Contact your instructor first. If academic accommodation for a single missed assignment is granted by 

the course instructor or a faculty counsellor, then your mark for that assignment will be replaced by the 

average mark on your other assignments. If academic accommodation for two missed assignment is 

granted by the course instructor or a faculty counsellor, then the remaining assignment will count for 

14% and your final exam will count for an additional 7%. If academic accommodation for all three 

missed assignment is granted by the course instructor or a faculty counsellor, then your final exam will 

count for an additional 21%. 

 

If academic accommodation for one quiz is granted by the course instructor or a faculty counsellor, then 

your mark for that quiz will be replaced by your mark on the other quiz, there will be no makeups for 

missed quizzes. If academic accommodation for both quizzes is granted by the course instructor or 

a faculty counsellor, your final exam will count for an additional 19%.
